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Safety Report

Well Folks, hurricane season is upon us and
the 2010 prediction is active. So that we can
all be hurricane smart we thought that a re-
fresher on hurricane terminology would be
good.

Official information issued by tropical cyclone warn-
ing centers describing all tropical watches and
warnings in effect along with details concerning
tropical cyclone locations, intensity and movement,
and precautions that should be taken.

Extratropical:
A term used in advisories and tropical summaries to
indicate that a cyclone has lost its "tropical" charac-
teristics.

Gale Warning:
A warning of 1-minute sustained surface winds in
the range 34 kt (39 mph) to 47 kt (54 mph) inclu-
sive.

High Wind Warning:
A high wind warning is defined as 1-minute average
surface winds of 35 kt (40 mph) or greater lasting
for 1 hour or longer, or winds gusting to 50 kt (58
mph) or greater regardless of duration that are ei-
ther expected or observed over land.

Hurricane Warning:
An announcement that hurricane conditions
(sustained winds of 74 mph or higher) are expected
somewhere within the specified coastal area. Be-
cause hurricane preparedness activities become
difficult once winds reach tropical storm force, the
hurricane warning is issued 36 hours in advance of
the anticipated onset of tropical-storm-force winds.

Hurricane Watch:
An announcement that hurricane conditions
(sustained winds of 74 mph or higher) are possible
within the specified coastal area. Because hurricane
preparedness activities become difficult once winds
reach tropical storm force, the hurricane watch is
issued 48 hours in advance of the anticipated onset
of tropical-storm-force winds.

Saffir-Simpson Hurricane Wind Scale:
The Saffir-Simpson Hurricane Wind Scale is a 1 to
5 categorization based on the hurricane's intensity
at the indicated time. The scale provides examples
of the type of damage and impacts in the United
States associated with winds of the indicated inten-
sity. The following shows the scale broken down by
winds:

Category 1—74-95 mph—Very dangerous winds will pro-
duce some damage.

Category 2—96-110 mph—Extremely dangerous winds will
cause extensive damage.

Category 3—111-130 mph—Devastating damage will occur.

Category 4—130-155 mph—Catastrophic damage will oc-
cur.

Category 5—>155 mph—Catastrophic damage will occur.
